The introduction explains the relevance of the topic, defines the purpose of
the study, and sets the research objectives. The practical and theoretical significance

of the research results is also described.

The first section, «The degree of study of universal design and research
methods», describes the main definitions of universal design, inclusiveness,
accessibility, and barrier-free that are currently used by professionals in this field.
A clear framework for each concept is outlined for a better understanding of their
connotations. The process of formation and identification of the concept of universal
design by R. Mace's team in the political environment of the UnitedStates in
the 60s - 90s is described and analyzed. The influence of the civil rights movement,
the inclusion of people with disabilities in communities, the structure of the
American judicial system based on the concept of natural law on the formation of
the advocacy process and the subsequent identification of deeper principles of
inclusion and universal design is revealed. The process ofincorporating (and the
reasons for the emergence of) the ideas of inclusiveness and universal design in
Ukraine is considered in order to understand the local peculiarities of this
phenomenon. The importance of applying the phenomenological methodology to the
analysis of design phenomena and in the process of pre-project environmental

analysis is emphasized.

The second chapter, «Theoretical and Methodological Foundations for
the Formation of Public Space for Collective Action Based on the Principles of
Universal Design», describes the potential for shifting the focus of the study to the
“barrier situation” in particular, and to the study of the interaction of barrier-free and
barrier situations. The author proposes a conceptual framework for a more detailed
understanding of the phenomenon of barrier and the mechanism of a barrier
situation. The relationship between intentionality, forms of interaction, and
situations of maladaptation (non-adaptability) is described and their role in the
process of a barrier situation is indicated. The conditions under which the

mechanism of the barrier situation arises are determined, and the conditions under
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which the moment of universal design is observed as the accumulation of new forms
of interaction within one design object and already accepted forms within one

materiality of the object-spatial environment are indicated.

The third chapter, «Principles of Organizing the Subject-Space
Environment of Collective Action», studies the changing state of the environment
and the nature of social relations and labor in connection with the postmodern
situation. Coworking spaces, as decentralized spaces of collective interaction, are
perceived as spatial embodiments of an adaptive strategy that is a response to the
changing nature of labor and production methods. The principles of development
and functioning of spaces of collective action are determined. The author analyzes
and summarizes the legacy of R. Sennett, as outlined in the book «Flesh and Stoney,
which introduces the conceptual apparatus of «space» and «place», derivedfrom the
historical analysis of the cultural field of Europe, on the basis of whichthe
dialectical relationship of these concepts i1s described and studied (using the
descriptive method and phenomenological methodology in general). The author
makes an attempt to extrapolate Sennett's theory into the field of universal design
and inclusion science. The role of body activation in the experience of the object-
spatial environment and its impact on the creation of collective interaction and
inclusion in a barrier situation is determined. The relationship between the effect of
space and the effect of place is described, the correlation of which in the environment
is a structure that creates a performative effect on the individual and transmits a
certain position of the existing order of things. The unstructuredness of the
environment can be identified through the study of barrier situations. This process
has the potential to reveal «otherness» and thus creates the possibility of inclusion.
It has been found that barrier-free and accessible environments, which are associated
with planning and analytical approaches, do not directly lead to inclusion. However,
it is through the effect of the presence of another body in the object-spatial
environment and the increase in the number of collective barrier situations caused

by the embodiment of accessibility that the unstructured system



of the environment can be revealed and conditions for the emergence of
inclusion can be created. The article proposes a subject-centered method
that involves theuse of interdisciplinary practices, focusing on the
individual situation of non-adaptability, and using a combination of the
phenomenological method for pre-and post-project analysis of barrier
situations and the analytical tradition for the design process itself. The
article describes a project of a classroom based on the proposed subject-

centered method, which is being implemented in the premises of KNUCA.
